Residents are pleased with the resurfacing projects in
Austell. Thanks fo the 2011 - 2015 SPLOST (Special Local
Option Sales Tax) the Mayor and Council were able to resurface
Perkerson Mill Road and Sweetwater Street. In September,
construction of a five foot wide sidewalk on Cemetery Street to
improve access between Bowden Street and VMH. Drainage
pipe and ADA accessibility ramps also will be installed.

The SPLOST is a 1% sales tax which is assessed on
every purchase thatis made in Cobb County. Each city receives
the portion of the tax that is generated in that city. These funds
have certainly been putto good use in Austell!

The Mayor and Council are committed to improving our
streets and sidewalks for the benefit of all our citizens.

As part of the SPLOST funds, the City was able to
purchase some much needed equipment to maintain the
streets, sidewalks and green space in Austell. Pictured at right
is the new asphalt patcher which will make repairing our streets
easier.
